The ProSEAL Laminator has been designed to be used
with ProSEAL® Pouch Boards and ProSEAL® Flexible
Pouches. When used with these products, you are able
to mount, mount and laminate, and encapsulate prints in
one step. Your laminator has not been tested with any
other materials and is not recommended for use with
products other than ProSEAL supplies.

This unit should be situated away from heat sources
such as heat registers or stoves/ovens.

INSTALLATION

The ProSEAL? 25 and ProSEAL? 44 are
professional laminators designed for ease of use.
The process speed and temperature have been
preset to eliminate operator guesswork. The
factory settings will facilitate good quality results
using the ProSEAL? Flexible Pouches and Pouch
boards. The ProSEAL Laminators also have a Cold
Operation Mode for future pressure sensitive
applications.

The ProSEAL 25 can handle Flexible Pouches and
Pouch boards up to 25 inches (635 mm) wide, the
ProSEAL 44 up to 44 inches (1120 mm) wide.

Please familiarize yourself with the operations for
Installation, operating the Control Panel and the
Control Knob.

Installation of Your ProSEAL Laminator

Please read and fully understand the entire manual
before proceeding to use your laminator.

Your ProSEAL laminator must be lifted and carried to
the place where it will be used. This should be done by
at least two people, one on each side. Grasp the
machine 8” — 10” (20cm — 25 cm) from the side. It
should only be placed on a sturdy, clean, flat level
surface. The ProSEAL 25 weighs 77 Ibs. (35kg) and the
ProSEAL 44, 154 Ibs. (70kg).

Keep the area around your laminator clear with
adequate space around it so you can feed, receive and
trim mounted and/or laminated images.

The ProSEAL laminator must be installed next to a
power/mains outlet. Do not use extension cords.

The plug and the outlet must be easily accessible. Please
ensure that you plug your laminator into a grounded,
(EARTHED) three-prong outlet. Please ensure that the
total load of the other items using the same circuit
breaker do not exceed its breaking-value.

The US versions of the ProSEAL machines are
provided with fixed power cables and NEMA plugs; the
European versions are provided with Euro appliance
inlets.

NOTE: There are two types of outlets (in the U.S.),
as shown. If not available, contact a qualified
electrician.
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UNPACKING, SET-UP AND INSTALLATION

Open the box, and lift the machine out (at least two
persons necessary!). Grasp the machine 8”-10”
(200mm-250mm) from either side, at the bottom
aluminum extrusions. Be careful: the polyethylene
bag is slippery!

Place the machine on the work area described in the
previous page.

Remove the protective polystyrene foam end
covers.

Remove the polyethylene bag.

Remove the protective sheet, placed between the
rollers. To do this: push the knob, situated at the
right-hand side, fully inward, and rotate fully
clockwise.

Inspect the machine for any physical damage (if
damage does exist, report this to the Freight
Company or Dealer to file a claim). Contact
Technical Service (see rear cover) to determine if a
replacement machine should be shipped to you.

NOTICE! Retain original packaging. Failure to
return machines properly packed in original
packaging will impose a fifteen percent
restocking fee plus costs to repair shipping
damage. Contact Technical Service for Return
Authorization (See rear cover).

Plug the power cable into the grounded outlet with
appropriate service as described in the previous
page.

Push in and turn the Control Knob to the 3/16”
(5mm) setting (the motor and heater will turn on
automatically.) Refer to the Control Knob section.

Wait 10-15 minutes to determine if the unit has
achieved operating temperature (the bottom LED
indicator light will be on (it will flash while coming
up to temperature.)

10. When the bottom (heat) LED indicator is

constantly lit, you are ready to use your ProSEAL
laminator.

NOTE: Set the nip to a position other than fully
closed when not in use.

NOTE: The laminator may emit vapors the first
few times it is used. There is no need for
alarm. This is normal and will cease after
several minutes of use.



CONTROL KNOB

The Control Knob (see Figure 1) is located on the To Switch the Power ON:
right hand side of the laminator and is operated from

the front of the machine. Push the knob in and rotate it slowly towards you

The measurements on the knob, 1/4” (6mm),
3/16” (5mm), 1/8” (3mm) and 1/16” (1.5mm)
correspond to ‘Pouch board thickness'.

There is also a fully closed stop, 0 (Omm) for
future film only applications.

To Turn the laminator OFF:
Grasp the control knob and push to the left.

Rotate the knob away from you as far as it will go
(clockwise).

This will shut off the machine and open the
rollers to permit objects to be removed.

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CONTROL PANEL

The Control Panel (see Figure 2) is located on the
front right of the machine and has three LED
indicators. A diagram of the Control Panel is
shown in Figure 3, on the next page.

The top LED when lit indicates the machine is
plugged in and the power is on.

The middle LED indicates if the heat is on. Heat is
required for ProSEAL? Pouch Boards and
ProSEAL?® Flexible Pouches. If lit, the laminator is
in Hot Operation Mode and will heat up to its

factory setting. If not lit, the laminator is in Cold
Operation Mode.

The bottom LED is the Temperature Ready
Indicator. If flashing slowly this indicates the
laminator is heating up and has not yet reached
process temperature. A steady light indicates the
unit has reached process temperature and is ready
for use. A rapid blinking light indicates that the
machine is too hot. This occurs when changing
from Hot Mode to Cold Mode. In this case, a
steady light indicates the machine has cooled
sufficiently for cold processes.

PUSH BUTTONS:
Below the LED indicators are two Push Buttons.

The top button controls the heating of the roller; it
switches the heater on or off. Pushing this button
toggles the machine from Hot to Cold or Cold to
Hot Operation. The bottom LED, when constantly
on, will indicate the appropriate temperature has
been reached.

Pressing the lower button reverses the direction of
the motor. The motor will continue to run in
reverse until the button is released. This is used to
clear jams or foreign objects, should one be drawn
into the laminator. In Case of Emergency: Either
Shut Off the laminator or use the Reverse Feature.

LED INDICATOR DESIGN

The LED indicators are designed to indicate the
on/off status of power, heat, and roller direction.
Please see below for the definitions of the LED status
indicators.

PUSH BUTTON DESIGN

The Push Buttons control whether power and heat is
on or off and the direction the rolls turn. Please see
below for detailed instructions.

LED (green) — Power
Lit when laminator is switched ON.

LED (green) — Heating System
Lit when heating system is active

LED (green) — Temperature control

- Flashes at a slow rate if the roll
temp is too low

- Steady if the roll temp is OK and
machine is ready

- Flashes at a fast rate if the roll
temp is too high

Push button function:

- Switching the heating system on/off

- Middle LED will indicate if heaters
are ON (LED is on) or OFF (LED
is off)

Push button function:

Reversing the forward movement of the
rollers (momentary action: as long as this
button is pressed)



MOUNTING USING A ProSEAL"™

USING A ProSEAL MOUNTING BOARD
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Refer to the instruction sheet packed with each box
of ProSEAL Mounting Boards for specific
instructions on mounting with a ProSEAL Board.

Also, refer to the instruction sheet for information
on Compatible Media, Process Conditions and
Technical Information.

Place the image to be mounted on the adhesive-
coated side of the mounting board (dull side of the
board).

Cover your print with the “cover sheet” as marked;
(included with each box of ProSEAL Mounting
Boards); please be sure that the board is completely
covered by this sheet.

Set the Nip-knob to the correct setting that matches
the Mounting Board thickness.

Insert the board into the inlet opening. Ensure the
board will enter centered and straight. A gentle push
may be required to start the board into the
laminator.

Hold the edges of the board until it is engaged in
the unit and the laminator begins pulling it on its
own.

MOUNTING BOARD

The board will feed through the laminator and
automatically exit at the rear of the unit.

CAUTION! The board will be hot! Allow it to
lie flat while cooling.

CAUTION! USE ONLY WITH ProSEAL?
MOUNTING BOARDS 1/4” (6mm) THICK
OR LESS. DO NOT USE PLYWOOD,
METAL, CARDBOARD, SHARP OR HARD
BOARD WITH RAGGED EDGES OR ANY
TYPE OF PLASTIC.

MAKE SURE THAT ALL MEDIAFED INTO
THE LAMINATOR IS FREE OF STAPLES,
PAPER CLIPS, OR OTHER HARD
OBJECTS.

Foam board may be cut or trimmed using a sharp
hobby knife such as an X-Acto Knife.

Lightly score the paper first. Several passes of the
knife may be required.

NOTE: Ragged cuts or pulling of the foam board
indicates a dull blade.



Refer to the instruction sheet packed with each box
of ProSEAL Pouch Boards for specific instructions
on mounting/laminating with a ProSEAL Board.

Also, refer to the instruction sheet for information
on Compatible Media, Process Conditions and
Technical Information.

Carefully examine the board to determine which
edge is sealed. There is a 1/8” (3mm) tape edge on
the sealed end.

Starting at one of the corners, opposite the sealed
edge, gently lift and peel back the film. Care should
be taken not to break the sealed hinge.

Center the image to be laminated on the board and
lay the film back over it.

Set the Control Knob to the correct setting that
matches the Pouch Board thickness.

Ensure that the unit is set to Hot Mode and that the
middle LED is not flashing.

MOUNTING USING A ProSEAL” POUCH BOARD

Slowly insert the Pouch Board into the inlet
opening. Ensure that the Pouch Board will enter
centered and straight. A gentle push may be
required to start the board into the laminator.

Hold the edges of the Pouch Board until it is
engaged and the laminator begins pulling it on its
own.

The Pouch Board will feed through the laminator
and automatically exit at the rear of the unit.

CAUTION! The board will be hot! Allow it to
lie flat while cooling.

If there is any dirt or adhesive on the surface of the
board, it can be removed by dampening a lint free
cloth with 1SO Propyl Alcohol (IPA) and wiping
the surface.

CAUTIONI! Always use care when using
Isopropyl Alcohol (IPA)! IPA is very flammable.
The flash point of IPA is 11°C (51.8°F). The
self-ignition temperature is 400°C (752°F).

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FLEXIBLE POUCH WITH A ProSEAL"

SLED

Refer to the instruction sheet packed with each box
of ProSEAL Flexible Pouches for specific
instructions on encapsulating.

Also, refer to the instruction sheet for information
on Compatible Media, Process Conditions and
Technical Information.

The ProSEAL Flexible Pouch consists of two
pieces of film that are hinged at one end, along a
short side. Separate the two pieces starting at the
end opposite the hinge. Take care not to break the
hinged seal.

Insert the article to be laminated in the pouch so
there is at least a 1/8” (3.5mm) border around each
of the sides. This ensures that moisture never
reaches the image.

Place the pouch with the image on the sled included
with the Flexible Pouches or ProSEAL Sled. (The
ProSEAL Sled is a sled to assist in the handling of
large Flexible Pouches. It is made of materials that
will not damage or cause excessive wear to your
ProSEAL Laminator.)

Smooth out any wrinkles with the side of the hand
or a soft flexible squeegee.

Tape the leading edge of the pouch to the sled using
masking tape.

8. Adjust the Control Knob to the 3/16” (5mm)
setting for the ProSEAL Sled.

9. Be sure that the heat is on (the middle LED is ON
and the bottom LED is constantly ON.

10. Slowly insert the sled with the Flexible Pouch on
top into the inlet opening.

11. Ensure that the sled is centered and straight. A
gentle push may be required to start the sled into
the laminator.

12. Hold the edge of the sled until it is engaged and the

laminator begins pulling it on its own.

13. The sled will feed through the laminator and
automatically exit at the rear of the laminator.

CAUTION! The sled will be hot! Allow it to lie

flat and cool before removing the tape.

14. If there is any dirt or adhesive on the surface of the
Flexible Pouch, it can be removed by dampening a

lint free cloth with ISO Propyl Alcohol (IPA) and
wiping the surface.

CAUTION! Always use care when using

Isopropyl Alcohol (IPA)! IPA is very flammable.

The flash point of IPA is 11°C (51.8°F). The
self-ignition temperature is 400°C (752°F).



CLEANING YOUR LAMINATOR

CLEANING THE LAMINATOR CLEANING THE ROLLERS WITH ProSEAL ?
CLEANING BOARDS:

CAUTION! Disconnect the laminator from the
power supply before cleaning.

The laminator may be cleaned with a lint-free cloth,
lightly dampened with a mild soap and water
solution. Do not use spray-on cleaners. Do not
immerse any part of the laminator in water or other
liquids.

Do not use an abrasive cleaner, which can damage
the painted surfaces.

Do not allow water or liquids to enter the electrical
circuits, which may cause personal injury and/or
damage the equipment when power is applied.

The laminating rollers of your ProSEAL® laminator
should be periodically cleaned of adhesive build up
that might occur during normal operation.

IMPORTANT! Clean the laminating rollers to
prevent adhesive build-up and to ensure quality
output. Adhesive build up may eventually
damage the rollers.

When laminating, a small amount of adhesive will
squeeze out between the laminate films and onto
the top and bottom rollers. This residue
accumulates through normal use and can be easily
cleaned off the rollers.

ProSEAL? Cleaning Boards are specially
designed to attract and capture any adhesive that
may be clinging to the rollers. They are made from
materials that will not damage or cause excessive
wear to the ProSEAL Laminator.

Turn on the unit and set for Hot Temperature
Operation. Once the machine has reached process
temperature set the Control Knob to 3/16” (5mm).

Slowly insert the Cleaning Board into the inlet
opening. Ensure that the board enters centered and
straight. A gentle push may be required to start the
board into the machine. Hold the edges of the
board until it is engaged in the unit and the
laminator begins pulling it on its own.

The board will feed through the laminator and
automatically exit at the rear of the unit.

CAUTION! THE BOARD WILL BE HOT!
Allow the board to lie flat while cooling.

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TROUBLESHOOTING GUIDE

Problem

Cause

Solution

The power LED does not come on,
when the nip setting knob has been
set to one of the nip settings (board
thickness).

The power cable has not been
plugged in the mains wall outlet.

The (external) mains circuit
breaker is tripped.

Check if the power cable is
plugged into the mains wall
outlet.

Reset the mains circuit breaker.

Pouch Boards are not drawn in by
the machine, and the motor is
making a louder humming noise [it’s
stalling]. Only after pushing very
hard, the boards are accepted.

The pouch board is too thick for
the chosen nip setting.

Boards of another make are
used.

Change the nip setting to the
next thickness.

Use only ProSEAL? Pouch
Boards. Use of other boards will
void your warranty.

The quality of the lamination is poor:
silvery areas on dark surfaces are
visible, or the edges of the image are
not sealed well.

The roller temperature is too
low.

The roller pressure is too low.

Contact your Technical Service
Representative.

Change the nip setting to the
next thickness.

The quality of the lamination is poor:
especially laminated Inkjet prints
show bubbles.

TECHNICAL SERVICE

If the machine does not reach temperature or you
do not get the results you desire, please contact
your Technical Service representative (see rear

cover).

When calling for Technical Service please have the
Laminator Serial Number (listed on the Identification
Plate) available. The Laminator Serial Number is
located on the rear side of the laminator.

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GLOSSARY OF TERMS

Cleaning Board:

Boards specifically designed to attract and capture any
adhesive that may be clinging to the rollers.

Cold Mode: Heat is Off

Cover Sheet:

Release paper to be placed on the surface of mounting
boards.

Control Knob:

Turns on the power, heat and rollers. Also, adjusts
height of the rollers.

Flashing Temperature Light:
The machine is too hot.

Film:

A synonym for laminate. The material used in the
laminating and encapsulating process.

Flexible Pouch: Plastic Film Pouch

Heat-Activated Films:

Films with an adhesive that is activated when heat is
applied. Once applied to an image the adhesive forms a
strong bond adhering the laminate and the image
together.

Hot Mode: Heat is On

Laminator:
A machine that mounts and laminates images.

LED: Light Emitting Diode

Mounting Board:
An adhesive-coated board for mounting images.

Nip:

The spot where the top and bottom rollers meet

Out-Feed:

The side of the laminator from which completed images
emerge

Pouch Board:

An adhesive-coated board with an over laminate.

Pre-Coating:

The process of coating a substrate with an adhesive
mounting film onto which an image can be mounted.

Pressure-Sensitive Films:

Films with an adhesive that is activated when pressure is
applied, forming a bond between the protective laminate
and the surface of the image. Used primarily for fast
mounting applications and recommended for heat-
sensitive thermal and photographic prints.

Release Liner:

The backing on a pressure-sensitive film or mounting
adhesive. After peeling the release liner off, the adhesive
layer becomes exposed.

Roller Height:

The amount of space between the rollers to compensate
the board’s thickness.

Sled:

A 3/16” (5mm) board to place flexible pouches on
while laminating.
